INSTRUCTIONS
Enclosed are the items necessary to complete your 2012 Safety Plan.  As a service to the leagues in District 4, we have prepared a plan that covers all the necessary items to have your plan approved.  You are free to use your own plan, provided that it clearly covers all the required items.

You will find sections in red in the document.  You must replace this information with the necessary information about your league.  Make the replacement and change the font color to the common color.  Add more information as necessary and delete any section that does not apply to you, however, do not delete any items that apply to the 13 required items.
It is essential to record the page numbers for the items in the Registration document.  This year the PDF forms are allow editing, so the process is easier.  The provided plan addresses 95% of the 51 listed items, take credit for them.  To ensure that you are reading and implementing the safety manual, you will need to read and note the pages in the Registration form.  Delete any thing that does not apply or your league does not agree with. 

You must bring the completed plan to the February D4 meeting or make arrangement to have the document to the D4 ADA Safety on or before the due date.
Common Errors that Cause Rejection

1. Dates of Clinics  (reg 5 & 6).  If you have not held the clinic, put in the planned date along with any flyer or announcement notice.  If you have already conducted, input the date(s).
2. Field Survey not submitted.  It takes the most time in the safety process.  It can be done on line, which we suggest, or by completing the PDF form on line under the ASAP program. Here is the link

3. Leagues submit only their volunteer registration form.  You must submit both your form and the LL form.
